ABC Order and Dictionary Lesson Plan

Unit: What Is ABC Order?
Grade Level: 1st
	Goals/Aims/Objectives

	· Students will learn how to put words starting with different letters in ABC order.
· Students will learn the purpose of a Dictionary.

· Students will also be able to know how to find words in a Dictionary.

Body of Lesson:  


Opening: Introduce the first grade dictionary.  After introducing the dictionary, explain what it is used for and ask if they have ever used one before.  Explain that a dictionary has words in it that are arranged in ABC order.  Ask the class if they know what it means to be in ABC order.  Explain that when they line up for lunch and get in their lines, they are in ABC order.  Give an example of finding a word in the dictionary by looking at the first letter of each word.  Also, give them an example of using words to put them in ABC order by looking at their first letters.

Activities:  Split the class up into 6 different groups.  Each group will receive 4 cards with different words starting with different letters.  The task is for each group to put these words into ABC order.  To make this fun, make it a competition between each of the six groups.  The winner of each round will receive one piece of candy.  There will be 6 different rounds, with each group switching cards every time.  

Closing:  After the competitions, each student will receive a dictionary and a worksheet.  The worksheet consists of the students finding a word out of the dictionary, drawing the word, and finding the words before and after the word that they chose.  There is also a spot for writing the definition and for writing a sentence with the word in it.  Give an example of this worksheet for the students to see.  Fill it out with them.
