Body of Lesson:  


Opening: Introduce Parts of A Story and explain that they are going to have to remember what happened in the story.  Read them the story The Little Old Lady Who Was Not Afraid Of Anything.  Have the students read along when certain words pop up (the sounds of each item that pops up in the story). 

Activities:  After reading the story, have the students go back to their seats and complete a matching worksheet.  The matching worksheet consists of matching the sounds in the story to the article of clothing that matches the sound.    

Closing:  After everyone has finished their worksheet, hand out the Bingo slips and cards related to the story.  For each student that gets bingo, they get a Halloween decorated cupcake.
